Commissioner Hayashi welcomed everyone.  
Business Items:
R614-1-4 Incorporation of Federal Standards

Bill Adams explained that this rule would incorporate Federal OSHA standards for classifying and labeling chemical hazards, with related revisions to formats for safety data sheets and definitions.  Bill explained that part of the reason for this standard is to follow international standards for chemical hazards.  He explained that Pictograms would be used to identify the hazards.  He also explained that the safety material data sheets would be standardized so that the necessary information was easier to locate.  There will be a four year implementation in phases.  The standard would be fully implemented by 2016.


No public comments were made.  Commissioner Hayashi stated that the Commission would move forward with the regular rule making process.  The proposed rule is anticipated to become effective approximately  July 23, 2012.

R612-1-12  Unincorporated entities licensed under the Construction Trade Licensing Act – workers’ compensation premiums and benefits.



Alan Hennebold reviewed the background for establishing this rule.  He explained that there are two models for determining premiums and benefits for members of these types of businesses: 1) the employee model which would base the premiums and benefits on the actual earnings; and 2) the partnership model which would base the premiums and benefits on 100% of the state’s average weekly wage.  Alan felt that the employee model was the model most in line with the statute, but that the partnership model was the simplest to administer of the two models.

Public comment was made by Cynthia Daniels and John Wallin from WCF that the language as proposed was concerning and could create problems with not having sufficient premium to cover the risk.  Stan Mead suggested that the language be changed to include something to the effect of “whichever is greater of W2 earning or K1 earnings”.


After discussion, Alan Hennebold suggested that further face-to-face discussion be held regarding the language.


Commissioner Hayashi stated that the Commission would move forward with further discussion of this proposed rule.  The Commission will move as quickly as possible to formulate text for this rule.
