Rule R608-1-17  Assistance Animals:


Heather Gunnarson, UALD Division Director, presented this rule change.  She explained that this rule change defines the circumstances in which an individual with a disability is entitled to an assistance animal as a reasonable accommodation in a housing facility that would otherwise restrict or prohibit the presence of an animal. 


There were no comments.  Commissioner Hayashi stated that the Commission would proceed with the rule making process.

R614-1-4  Incorporation of Federal Standards.


Alan Hennebold, Deputy Commissioner, presented this rule change.  He explained that each year Federal OSHA updates the reference to the current standard from the Federal Register to the Code of Federal Regulations.  This rule change just brings the Utah rules into compliance with the most current reference to the federal standards.

There were no comments.  Commissioner Hayashi stated that the Commission would proceed with the rule making process.

R600-3  Construction Licensees

Commissioner Hayashi indicated that this rule had been presented at the last Open Meeting and would not be discussed again.  The public attending the meeting had come to hear about this rule.  Alan Hennebold, prior to the start of this meeting, had arranged to meet with them after the conclusion of the meeting to listen to their concerns.

R602-2-4  Attorney Fees


Alan Hennebold, Deputy Commissioner, presented this rule change.  He explained that the Commission has the authority to regulate petitioner attorney fees in workers compensation cases.  The method of determining those fees is a percentage of compensation benefits awarded up to a cap.  Over the last four years the  average weekly wage has increased but the attorney fee cap has not changed.  This rule change raises the cap by about 12% to place it back into alignment with the increased average weekly wage.


There were no comments.  Commissioner Hayashi stated that the Commission would proceed with the rule making process.
