Agenda Items:

1. Welcome and approval of minutes (Alan Hennebold)

Mr. Hennebold called the meeting to order at 8:30 a.m.  Mr. Hennebold stated notice of today’s meeting had been published on the Public Notice Meeting website and the local media had been notified.

MOTION:   Mr. Hennebold made a motion to approve the minutes of the last meeting.  Ms. Furniss seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.


2.  Public Comment:

Mr. Hennebold asked if there were any public comments from the audience.  None were made.  Mr. Hennebold, then turned the floor to Utah Labor Commissioner Sherrie Hayashi.

Commissioner Hayashi explained that she had met the US Department of Labor (DOL) in Washington DC on Monday, September 19, 2011, to discuss and sign a Memorandum of Understanding (MOU) regarding the sharing of information between the Commission and the Department of Labor.  She indicated that there were MOU’s between the IRS and the DOL about sharing aggregate information and that there were MOU’s between other states and the DOL.  She stated that Massachusetts had developed a “Hotline” for reporting misclassification of employees, both on the web and telephone.  She suggested that the council might look into such a system.  Bill Starks suggested that outreach programs that the agencies are already doing or are planning to do, should be listed in the report to the legislature.
Commissioner Hayashi indicated that the District representative of the DOL would be in Salt Lake during the second week of October and might be able to meet with the council.  Mr. Hennebold suggested that that council plan for the Wednesday of that week for a meeting at 9:00 a.m. 

3. Discussion of content and preparation of Council report to the legislature.
Phil Lott developed a template for the report of the Council to the legislature.  He stated that he had followed the requirements in the statute and had placed information for previous meetings where he felt it was appropriate.

Mr. Lott agreed to serve as the repository for material agencies wish to submit in the report, and to work on drafting the report.  Mr. Hennebold will be the backup.  All information to be added to the report should be sent to Phil so that he can place it into the official report.

Mr. Hennebold stated that he would work on the “web of sharing” information as it currently exists and what it should be in the future.  Ms. Furniss will obtain aggregate information from the Tax Commission on the loss of revenue due to misclassification of workers.  Mr. LeVar will provide a listing of Construction Licensees to Ms. Furniss to assist in the gathering of her information.  Mr. Lott will add the regulations to the next draft of the report.  Mr. Starks will provide information on the education that DWS has been doing.
A final draft of the report will be ready for the meeting on October 12, so that final tweaking can be done at that meeting.

4. Future meeting schedule

The next meeting will be on October 12, 2011 at 9:00 a.m.

Mr. Hennebold moved for adjournment of the meeting.  Mr. LeVar seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.
